Dallas Museum of Art Teen Docents!

Initiated in the summer of 2001, the DMA Teen Docent program provides opportunities for high school students to initiate and deepen their relationship with the Dallas Museum of Art.  Qualified students are invited to train as teen docents to facilitate summer tours and family programs.  Tours involve leading young visitors (ages 5-12) in conversations and gallery activities based on works of art in the Museum.  Family programs range from touring family groups through the galleries, leading sketching in the gallery activities, and facilitating the Museum’s Art To Go family tote bags.
After completing training on June 9th and 10th, 2014, which consists of informational sessions, hands-on gallery experiences, and role-playing exercises led by Museum staff, Teen Docents will be prepared to lead Animal Safari and Summer Vacation tours, as well as assist with DMA family programs. 
Teen Docents are asked to volunteer one full day per week for a minimum of four weeks and up to seven weeks. Shifts are Tuesday-Friday 10:45AM-4:00PM, June through August.  Throughout the academic year, Teen Docent involvement in projects is optional.

TEEN DOCENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Attend both training sessions at the Dallas Museum of Art on Monday, June 9th from 1:00 PM to 4:30 PM and Tuesday, June 10th from 10:30 AM to 4:30 PM.  Snacks and materials will be provided.  

· Work with staff and veteran Teen Docents for the first few weeks, observing and participating at a comfortable level while learning more about the tours and other programs.

· Volunteer at least one full day per week (10:45AM-4:00PM) for a minimum of four weeks (maximum of seven weeks) of the summer.
· Must have reliable transportation to and from the DMA for the training sessions and your scheduled shifts.  
· Greet visitor groups when they arrive at the Museum and represent the Dallas Museum of Art with a friendly, professional attitude. 
· Communicate with DMA staff about your summer schedule. Weeks  that you are away on vacation or at camp are certainly exceptions – we work with your schedule.

· Lead tours and assist with DMA family programs.    Opportunities include:

· Animal Safari tour:  Visitors will set off on a safari to search for animals in works of art.  They will think about how animals look and what they may mean and symbolize in works of art from all over the world.
· Summer Vacation tour:  Visitors will travel the world without ever leaving the Dallas Museum of Art!  They will think about how they spend their summer vacation and make connections between their favorite activities and those they see in works of art.
· Summer Programs for Families. We will offer special programs for family audiences Tuesday-Friday beginning at 11:00AM.  There are opportunities for Teen Docents to lead family tours, help with sketching in the galleries, oversee Art To Go family tote bags, and more!  
· Late Nights The third Friday of each month, 6:00 PM-12:00 AM.  Late Nights are a really fun time to be at the DMA!  The whole Museum pulses with energy and excitement.  Teen Docents help with Creativity Challenges, assist in the Studio and Tech Lab, and assist with Community Engagement programs.
